Attendance and Punctuality
In order to reach their full potential, a high level of attendance is vital for pupils. We rely on the support of parents and carers to

send their children in EVERYDAY, on time, unless the reason for absence is unavoidable.

Daily routine for pupils:

08:00 School opens with FREE breakfast items for ALL students - Passive supervision
08:30 Students attend morning registration (registers taken at 08:35)
08:35 -08:55 Students who arrive between these times will need to enter the school via the main entrance and

sign in using the school InVentry system. They will receive a late mark and complete a 20-minute
detention at lunch time

After 08:55 Students who arrive after 08:55 will need to enter the school via the main entrance and sign in using
the school InVentry system. They will receive a late mark and complete a 1-hour detention after
school.

If a student attends school wearing jewellery that
is not permitted, they will be required to remove the jewellery, place it in an envelope and it will be stored in the PPC’s safe
until it can be collected at the end of the day. Failure to follow these rules will result in the use of the school behaviour policy.
