
PROOFREADING TIPS:
Read your poem out loud – this 
will help you hear if it flows

Check it’s in first person narrative throughout

Are names and places all spelt 
consistently and correctly?

Ask a friend to read it – fresh eyes 
will spot things you miss

Read through it several times, checking 
a different thing each time – tenses, 
spelling, punctuation, perspective, etc.

If you’ve hand-written it, is every word legible?

Check you have included your 
name, age and school
